STATE INPAWS “GROW NATIVE” INITIATIVE

~ a retail incentive program that rewards local businesses for selling native plants and not selling invasives!

“The sad reality is that most invasive plant species are horticultural escapes from landscaping.” The sale of such plants in the nursery trade works against healthy ecosystems. By eliminating a diverse mix of native plants, invasives harm pollinators & other wildlife as well as increase erosion & sedimentation in waterways.  The “Grow Native” initiative is a free voluntary program that starts the conversation with plant sellers about invasive plants in horticulture. Businesses that sell native plants can be a “Basic” member, while those who agree not to sell invasive plants can become “Invasive-Free” members. Plant shopping?
