PWA (Purdue Wildlife Area):Take 26 west across the Purdue Campus;  1/4 mile past 750W, turn right (north) into gravel drive where 

   big white pines start (small black & white sign); park at end of lane. (Lots of plants, not lots of wild animals despite the area’s name!)

STPK (Prophetstown State Pk): Enter the park via Swisher Rd (off North Ninth St, just south of Battle Ground). Meet at the Visitor 

   Center.  NOTE: $2/person program fee (no gate fee).

TAC (Throckmorton Agronomy Center): 8343 South US 231, Lafayette 47909--meet in the parking lot.
WHA (Tippecanoe Labs Wildlife Habitat Area): 1650 Lilly Rd, Lafayette--meet at the ball fields.
WOLF PARK: ADV REG APPRECIATED! In Battle Ground, take Main to Jefferson (becomes Harrison Rd). Turn onto gravel rd 800 N - Wolf Pk sign
