Light: Full sun, part shade
Soil Moisture: Mesic, dry mesic
Height: 8 to 12 feet
Habit: Woody vine
Flower: Yellow
Bloom Time: Spring, summer
Pollinators: Bee, hummingbird
Note: Hard to find
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
